
We are committed to a low teacher-student ratio. We feel that this environment has proven
to be most beneficial in maximizing student learning. This environment also provides
optimal opportunity for one-on-one interaction between the teacher and the student.

A variety of excellent curriculum is used in our middle school program. It is our
commitment at SBA to a provide quality education from a Christian perspective.

Students are given the opportunity to participate in classes in Art, Music, Computer, PE,
and a foreign language in addition to their core subjects. Students are encouraged to
participate in many extracurricular activities. Some of the clubs offered include FCA,
Science Club, Yearbook, Drama, Breakfast Club, and Spirit Club. Students may choose
to participate in a wide variety of athletic programs.

Students are presented with the biblical truth of God’s word during our Chapel classes.
Creative presentations during Chapel include drama, praise and worship, and various
guest speakers.

Individual and group tutoring is offered.

The spiritual program of our Academy is not separated from the other programs and
activities. It is integrated into everything we do. Every discipline of study provides the
opportunity to understand better the greatness of our God, and His marvelous creation.
Our desire is to honor Jesus Christ in all that we do by affirming the Bible, by exalting
His name, and by exhorting students toward godliness in living. The development of
moral integrity and spiritual discernment is one of the primary goals of our school.
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ADMISSION POLICIES

SBA admits students of any race, color, national and ethnic origin to all the rights, privileges,
programs, and activities generally accorded or made available to students at the Academy. SBA
does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national and ethnic origin in administration of
its educational policies.

Admission standards help the Academy and parents insure that if a child is enrolled, there
can be reasonable expectation that they will have a successful learning experience at SBA.
God has established the parent as the primary influence in shaping the outlook and personality
of the child. This influence must be pro-Christian. If it is anti-Christian, most of the unique
influence of the Christian Academy will be counteracted by the home. The Academy must
therefore, ascertain, as far as possible, that the applicant and parents are in agreement with
the Christian education philosophy and policies of the Academy. 

• The parent or legal guardian must complete the enrollment and registration agreement forms
to enroll a child.  An interview with parent(s) and child is required. (It is desired that both
parents attend the interview if possible.)

• The student and parent(s) must be in agreement with the Christian education philosophy and
policies of this school.

• SBA reserves the right not to enroll students who have been expelled from another school or
who have been in reform school. Exceptions can be made only if the student has experienced
a manifestation of God's grace and a changed heart subsequent to the expulsion or detention.
However, the decision on enrollment must be referred to the SBA Board.

• If the prospective student is coming from a private school, their financial account at that
school must be settled prior to enrollment in SBA.

• Since the local church is God's vehicle for worship and service, SBA recommends that a
minimum of one of the parents be a regular participant in an established assembly of their
choice. Families attending a church other than Silverdale Baptist Church are to furnish the
name of that church and pastor to be part of the student records. In addition, the applicant
must obtain a reference from his pastor and/or former Christian school principal.

PROCEDURES

Enrollment packets are available through the school office.  Completed information along with
the enrollment fee may be returned to the office.  Student testing will be scheduled and then all
information will be reviewed.  An interview with the parent(s) and student will be scheduled with
the appropriate personnel.  Parents will receive an acceptance or denial letter.  In the event that
a student is not accepted, the enrollment fee will be refunded except for the $35.00 processing
fee.  If, for any reason, a parent wishes to withdraw their child’s application, the enrollment fee
is non-refundable.
